This April, the contract between Boston Pub-
lic Schools (BPS) and the Education Records Bureau 
(ERB), the testing firm that produces the Indepen-
dent School Entrance Exam (ISEE), was terminated.

The ERB has raised complaints about the way 
the BPS admissions process combines the four sec-
tions of  the test (two math sections, two verbal/
reading sections) into one score instead of  con-
sidering each section separately like many private 
schools. BPS weighs the combined score equally 
alongside student grades to generate acceptance 
lists for the three exam schools.

The split was officially announced this Feb-
ruary due to concerns that the district’s scoring 
methods for admission to the three Boston exam 
schools negatively affected under-represented stu-
dents. BPS responded that the district had been 
pursuing a more fair exam but had extended the 
contract because of  transitions at the central office 
until this past year.

Ms. Monica Gribaudo, an Algebra 1 and Al-
gebra 2 teacher at Boston Latin School, raises 
doubts about the effectiveness of  changing the test: 
“There will always be inequity — sad, but true. The 
students who have parents that don’t speak En-
glish and don’t relay information about the exam 
schools will always be at a disadvantage to schools 

that have the entrance exam as their main focus 
throughout the year. No matter what the test is, 
those that do well in school should see similar test 
results.”

The district reissued a Request for Proposals 
(RFP) for a new bias-reviewed exam after their first 
request, which closed on March 19, did not receive 
any bids. This time, 21 organizations, including 
the provider of  the Massachusetts Comprehensive 
Assessment System (MCAS), have self-identified as 
potential bidders to provide a new exam. The new 
deadline falls on May 15, and BPS plans to award 
the contract in June 2020.

Mr. John Kerpan, a Latin teacher at BLS, also 
does not believe that changing the exam addresses 
the root problem behind the issue: “The people who 
were getting tutored for the ISEE will get tutored for 
this exam as well. Exclusive private and parochial 
schools will still be able to focus their curricula to 
prepare their students for the exam, and unless BPS 
finds a way to improve its elementary school effec-
tiveness, nothing new will happen.”

This past year, the district switched from 
administering the ISEE only on Saturdays to con-
ducting the test during the school week to ease 
challenges for families unable to get to the testing 
site on weekends. Although the shift increased the 
number of  test-takers, the demographics of  the in-
coming BLS class remain similar.

The ISEE includes concepts such as grammar 
and algebra that are not parts of  elementary BPS 
curricula but are taught in private and parochial 
schools and tutoring programs. Many parents pay 
for private test tutoring at word-of-mouth pro-
grams that can cost up to 4,000 dollars.

Headmaster Rachel Skerritt comments, 
“There are clear opportunity gaps for Black and 
Latinx students that are well-documented in our 
current enrollment trends. The objectivity of  stan-
dardized tests is important; it should not be a test 
that students have to seek support outside of  their 
regular coursework to be ready for.”

In a time when it is tempting to play 
video games or watch TV for hours on end, 
Boston Latin School students have been 
working hard to make others’ lives easier 
during the COVID-19 pandemic.

One team of  students formed A Help-
ing Elbow, an organization initially limited 
to delivering groceries for the elderly, but 
later dedicated to serving anyone in need. 

Cole Strachan (II), the founder of  A 
Helping Elbow, recognized the distress be-
ing caused by COVID-19 and witnessed 
many rushing to grocery stores to hoard 
supplies. With most people ordering gro-
ceries online, deliveries have become stunt-
ed to the point where produce could take 
weeks to arrive.

This has left those especially vulnera-
ble to the virus, namely the elderly, to have 
no choice but to wait for their groceries to 
come. Strachan hoped to solve this problem 
with A Helping Elbow initiative.

By filling out a form on their website, 
A Helping Elbow users provide their gro-
cery list and method of  payment for those 
items. A team member closest to the user 
will pick up the items in person and drive 
to the user’s address. To make orders more 
direct and accessible, the team plans to put 
grocery store links on their website.

Matt Balitsky (II), head of  deliver-
ies at A Helping Elbow, explains that one 
challenge the team faced was building 
their credibility. “We are all teenagers, [so] 
it makes sense how some people wouldn’t 
trust us. No newspaper would talk to us,” 
says Balitsky.

To address these issues, the team 
reached out to community blogs and the 
Age Strong Commission, an initiative cre-
ated by Mayor Marty Walsh to spread age 
positivity. Balitsky recalls their first deliv-

ery as a success — an elderly woman from 
Dorchester shared about A Helping Elbow 
on her Facebook page, allowing more peo-
ple to become aware of  the organization.

Despite the challenges of  running 
an organization as full-time students, the 
issues never undermined the quality of 
A Helping Elbow’s service. “Although we 
sometimes have problems, we never fail to 
get our deliveries on time,” Balitsky adds.

Delivering groceries is not the only 
way that BLS students are making the lives 
of  elderly Bostonians easier. Lily Hanlon (I) 
recently created a pen-pal system between 
students and seniors.

When speaking to her grandmother, 
who lives alone, Hanlon realized that many 
nursing homes have closed their doors 
to visitors and students, which can make 
quarantine difficult for the elderly residents.

“My grandmother has me to talk to, 
but inside nursing homes, our most [at] risk 
members of  society can often be neglected,” 
says Hanlon.

Through social media, Hanlon has 
recruited 24 students to write and send let-
ters to senior homes. Headmaster Rachel 
Skerritt agreed to provide service hours to 
these volunteers, providing a higher incen-
tive for students to take part in the project.

Before launching this initiative, 
Hanlon reached out to many activity co-
ordinators of  nursing homes in Boston, 
Western Massachusetts and even Mary-
land through Empowering the Ages, an 
organization dedicated to forming positive 
intergenerational engagement.

Students, however, are not the only 
ones sending letters. Hanlon explains that 
seniors are also writing back.

In a world that is losing touch with 
personal communication, Hanlon finds 
that these letters are a personal and beau-
tiful method of  interaction. Even after 
the pandemic, she believes that everyone 
should continue to write and send letters, 
whether it is to a senior citizen or even just 
to family members and friends.

Mr. Thomas Kennelly, faculty com-
munity service coordinator at BLS, and oth-
er students have found and compiled a list 
featuring unique ways students can take 
part in community service during a pan-
demic, from preparing meals to supporting 
teens in uncertain situations.

“Students can’t visit now, but they 
could still write cards to the seniors. [...] It’s 
important that people stay involved, even 
though they can’t do the in-person things,” 
concludes Mr. Kennelly.

Boston Latin School Wolfpack Volun-
teers recently launched the Letters Against 
Isolation initiative, a volunteer opportuni-
ty for students to write letters to seniors at 
nursing homes during COVID-19.

	 Due to the pandemic causing 
the cancellation of  in-person volunteer 
events, Wolfpack Volunteers decided to 
coordinate the club’s first remote volunteer 
opportunity. Co-Presidents Cindy Tran 
(II) and Theresa Huang (III) explain the 
inspiration behind joining Letters Against 
Isolation.

“Wolfpack Volunteers is rooted in 

building community. We still wanted our 
members to be able to earn volunteer 
hours while being productive during the 
quarantine, so what better way to spend 
their time than write letters to bring 
comfort to others who are struggling with 
this isolation, too,” says Tran.

The recent COVID-19 outbreak has 
caused nursing homes to close their doors 
in hopes of  containing the spread of  the 
virus. This, however, has led residential 
seniors to miss out on spending time with 
family and friends.

While searching for ways to address 
this issue, Wolfpack Volunteers discovered 
Letters Against Isolation, an initiative run 
by two local teens seeking to send letters to 

self-quarantined seniors. Tran praises the 
organization as one “with a heartwarming 
mission that we completely stand behind.” 
They decided to contact co-founders Shreya 
and Saffron Patel, and in late April, Letters 
Against Isolation began their collaboration 
with Wolfpack Volunteers.

Every week, the club sends an email 
to its members, providing the address of  a 
nursing home for volunteers to write and 
mail letters to. For each letter that is sent, 
thirty volunteer minutes are awarded 
to the member. Wolfpack Volunteers 
continuously ensure that participants write 
letters that convey a thoughtful message 
and reflect thirty dedicated minutes of 
work.

Alexander Ajouri (IV) participated 
in Letters Against Isolation. Ajouri says 
that he took part because like many other 
students during quarantine, he could only 
talk to his family. “I wanted to talk about 
my thoughts on this whole situation and 
I wanted to communicate with the seniors 
out there. I also thought it would be a fun 
opportunity to share my thoughts to people 
outside of  my home.”

Messages of  hope and empathy 
were common themes throughout the 
letters. In addition, volunteers wrote about 
people coming together by staying apart to 
emphasize that the seniors are not alone in 
the fight against the virus.

Viviana Wallace (IV) believes that 
nursing home residents are among the 
most affected by the quarantine as they 
lack families and friends to care for them, 
so she hopes to bring brightness to seniors 
during this difficult time.

“My main messages were that even 
in this rough time, people are thinking 
about them and want them to be happy 
and well. I wanted to communicate to them 
that we will get through this and things will 
get better,” says Wallace.

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Quarantine or 
Boring-tine?

From May 26 to May 29, members 
of  Boston Latin School Youth Climate Ac-
tion Network (YouthCAN) lobbied state 
legislators to promote more environmen-
tally friendly policies.

	 The event, dubbed Virtual Youth 
Lobby Week, comprised a series of  sched-
uled Zoom meetings. It was initiated by 
the youth climate organization, Our Cli-
mate, along with their partners in the 
Massachusetts Youth Climate Coalition 
(MYCC), a coalition of  youth-led cli-
mate organizations. The goal is to spread 
awareness of  the current climate crisis 
and to get more young people involved in 
the preservation of  the world’s future.

“It’s basically just a place that we 
connect with each other and share re-
sources, and help each other out with ad-
vertising,” says YouthCAN president Zoe 
Nagasawa (II), who serves as one of  the 
club’s liaisons to the MYCC.

YouthCAN lobbyists were pushing 
to promote the 2020 policy requirements 
of  the MYCC to legislators, which include 
a goal of  reducing 70 percent of  green-
house gas emissions by 2030 and all 
emissions by 2040. If  the policy require-
ments are met, renewable energy will ac-
count for more than 95 percent of  all en-
ergy sources. Other policy requirements 
include corporate polluter fees and soli-
darity with environmental justice groups.

	 The MYCC has lobbied for sim-
ilar policies in the past, but this year’s 
virtual lobby was spread throughout the 
last week of  May instead of  taking place 
on only one day to make up for the lack 
of  social interaction possible because of 

COVID-19.
	 Despite being required to lobby 

online, YouthCAN members and other 
student lobbyists were dedicated to pro-
moting their concerns to state legislators.

	 Ms. Catherine Arnold, the fac-
ulty advisor for YouthCAN, says, “It is 
more impressive to see students coordi-
nating and advocating remotely in spite 
of  the limitations […] it requires different 
and likely more difficult preparation than 
face-to-face preparation and will hope-
fully be an added opportunity to demon-
strate the seriousness and commitment of 
these student lobbyists.”

	 Isabelle Goodrich (II), a member 
of  YouthCAN who works as a fellow for 
Our Climate, played an important role 
in organizing the lobbying event. Her job 
included creating a six-week plan for the 
lobby, developing schedules and arrang-
ing and hosting online meetings.

	 She says, “I’ve been leading 

meetings online and […] identifying 
meeting leads, because meeting leads are 
a significant role in the process.”

The layout of  the week was ar-
ranged to fit the BLS online learning 
schedule, with all meetings scheduled 
after 2:00 P.M. The week began on Tues-
day with virtual instruction sessions 
and meeting sign-ups, and Wednesday 
through Friday featured lobby meetings 
with legislators.

	 By lobbying for such a worthy 
cause, students learn valuable lessons 
about how to positively contribute to 
society.

	 Ms. Arnold reflects, “It is real-
ly important to encourage students to 
discover the power they have as citizens 
early on. To me, that is the best way to in-
spire a lifelong commitment to the public 
sphere and to understand that the public 
good is a responsibility that belongs to all 
of  us.”

Over quarantine, Luke van Reijen-
dam (I), with the help of librarians Ms. 
Deeth Ellis and Ms. Susan Harari, created 
the Boston Organization of Corona Schol-
ars (BOOCS), a virtual book club focused 
on promoting reading among students 
during the COVID-19 pandemic.

BOOCS (pronounced “books”) oper-
ates through a Google Classroom created 
and managed by van Reijendam. A vari-
ety of unique books and genres, ranging 
from modern memoirs to historical and 
realistic fiction novels, are posted on the 
site for club members to read individual-
ly and discuss together via group Zoom 
meetings.

These discussion meetings typically 
contain up to 15 people and last for about 
an hour. There are over 40 members of 
BOOCS from all across Boston.

“Reading is something that I really 
enjoyed in elementary school, but English 
classes at B[oston] L[atin] S[chool] real-
ly ruined that love for me. From talking 

to others, I know that many other peo-
ple have had a similar experience where 
they quit reading for fun after starting at 
BLS,” says van Reijendam, “After physical 
school got canceled, I thought that read-
ing again would be a good activity to keep 
myself occupied at home. I figured others 
might also want to get into reading again 
and that’s how the idea for a book club 
was started.”

Book selection within the club is a 
communal process. They encourage all 
members to list books they have previous-
ly read or would like to read on a spread-
sheet. Then an online form is created for 
members to rank their most to least pre-
ferred books out of the compiled list. The 
top overall choice based on the members’ 
responses becomes the next book. New 
books can also be chosen during group 
discussions.

BOOCS member Samuel Cheever (I) 
reflects on his experience after joining the 
club near the beginning of quarantine in 
hopes of getting back to reading.

“I think it was a great decision to 
join this community of so many students 

looking to find and discuss [books]. I ha-
ven’t always been a fan of English class, 
but I enjoy reading and discussing a good 
book when I find it. [...] Every book has 
been so different, and yet also extremely 
engaging, creating a variety anyone can 
appreciate. The discussions are extremely 
thoughtful and really encourage an un-
derstanding of so many people, cultures 
and histories,” Cheever explains.

BOOCS has read a variety of novels 
together over the past few months, with 
their first group selection being Educated 
by Tara Westover, a memoir detailing a 
young Mormon woman and how she uses 
education to escape her radical survivalist 
family.

Fellow BOOCS member Taylor Mur-
ray (II) adds, “What I love about BOOCS 
is that it connects me to other kids and 
teachers from my school — and even 
other schools in the Boston area — who 
I might not otherwise talk to; it has also 
introduced me to books I’d never heard of 
but ended up loving.”

The club is free to join for all who 
are interested, even people from outside 

of BLS. The Google Classroom can be ac-
cessed via a non-BPS email with the code 
“tj2orx5.”

BOOCS founder van Reijendam re-
flects on the growth of his club, saying, 
“A book club doesn’t work without the in-
volvement of many people. I owe plenty of 
thanks to the people who were willing to 
join and make this thing work.”

Join Luke’s book club today!

On April 3, Boston Latin School Edu-
cation for Public Inquiry and International 
Citizenship (EPIIC) took part virtually in its 
annual conference. This year’s topic was 
preventing genocide and mass atrocities, 
with a focus on the Rohingya refugee cri-
sis.

The 2020 conference was held on a 
Zoom call that lasted three hours, short-
ened from the typical two-day schedule 

that includes a speaker, meetings and 
meals. During the simulation, delega-
tions of students represent countries and 
Non-Governmental Organizations in-
volved in the issue. Committees, including 
students from different schools and delega-
tions, discuss issues such as human rights, 
governance and repatriation.

EPIIC Co-President Isabelle L’Huiller 
(I) reflects on the virtual conference, say-
ing, “I felt that it was the best way to resolve 
the conflict, not only the Rohingya geno-
cide part that [...] we came up with a trea-

ty for [...] But I also think that [the virtual 
conference] was the best that we could do, 
given the situation [with the pandemic].”

Participants were tasked with devel-
oping plans to repatriate and protect the 
Rohingya people of Myanmar’s Rakhine 
State. EPIIC committees made resolutions 
including repatriation to Myanmar and 
citizenship for the Rohingya, and recogni-
tion of Myanmar’s sovereignty.

EPIIC member Anna Zuniga (III) 
was in a delegation representing the Ara-
kan National Party of Myanmar, which de-
nies the genocide and rejects the Rohingya.

“At first, I was a little worried if stu-
dents would want to talk about genocide,” 
she says, “But we had really good discus-
sions, and I think my group really enjoyed 
it, because [although] we all were person-
ally against what our government was 
doing, [...] it was interesting to be the ‘bad 
guys.’”

EPIIC members prepare for this an-
nual simulation throughout the school 
year. First, they discuss the general issue 
and choose delegations to represent. Then, 
each delegation writes a briefing paper 
that is read by Tufts and members of oth-
er schools. After the briefing paper, they 
study more about the issue, with a focus 
on specific countries and recent develop-
ments.

Samuel Cheever (I), who has been 
a member of EPIIC since eighth grade, re-
marks, “I think it is great for students to be 
able to learn more about international is-
sues, develop their understanding, take [a] 
position on that, write about that position, 
and then argue that position. I think that’s 
a great skill to have.”

Traditionally, the conference would 
take place at the Tufts Fletcher School 
of Law and Diplomacy in Medford, Mas-
sachusetts. It would include a keynote 
speaker and over 200 students. This year, 
however, because of the coronavirus, only 
about 60 students from three schools could 
take part, and there were no guest speak-
ers or closing remarks.

EPIIC co-President Elizabeth Resner 
(II) expresses her regrets on the virtual 
conference, saying, “I think that if they did 
it again it probably would be a lot better 
[...] it was good for what it was. I definitely 
would prefer the live conference.”

During the school year, EPIIC meets 
on Wednesdays in Room 025, with a 
mission to give students a better under-
standing of current global issues, like the 
Rohingya refugee crisis. Resner says, “We 
are always looking for new members, you 
don’t have to have any background experi-
ence, you just have to be ready to have fun 
and learn.”

At the end of April, Boston Latin 
School student Lauren Choy (IV) partic-
ipated in and moderated a virtual town 
hall hosted by The Boston Globe where 
students shared their thoughts and 
experiences regarding school closures 
and online learning with journalists.

Choy found out about the town 
hall through an email sent out in The 
Globe’s weekly newsletter announcing 
an online meeting for students taking 
place that week.

After deciding to listen in, Choy 
realized that the students were bring-
ing up extremely relevant ideas, moti-
vating her to join the conversation and 
eventually fill out a follow-up survey on 
how students can manage themselves 
during COVID-19. A few days later, she 
was contacted by the organizer of the 
town halls and asked to take part in the 

next meeting as a student moderator.
She filled that role along with 

one other student from Belmont High 
School. They took questions and led 
discussions among both students and 
teachers, though the purpose of the 
meeting was to grant a space for teen-
agers’ thoughts.

Hosted through Zoom, the event 
served to provide varying perspectives 
on how students are coping with recent 
changes to their education. It supplied 
a platform on which over 100 middle 
and high school students participat-
ed by submitting questions or sharing 
ideas and experiences during the meet-
ing.

The town hall was one of a series 
of virtual meetings that are part of a 
Boston Globe project called “The Great 
Divide,” which explores the deep in-
equalities in our public education sys-
tem.

The town hall contributed to the 

goals of this project by presenting new 
information to the journalists from 
the students themselves about how 
they are handling the sudden changes 
brought about by the pandemic. During 
the town halls, students discussed their 
mental health concerns, the need for 
coping strategies, their lost milestones 
and college-related concerns.

Jenna Russell, staff journalist of 
the Great Divide Project, explains, “We 
hope that for [students], there is a sense 
of connectedness that is harder to get in 
the time that we’re in right now.”

Journalists at The Globe are 
searching for ways to ensure that these 
underrepresented voices are heard. 
One such way is looking for organiza-
tions to partner with that can provide 
further outreach to all students, along 
with translation services to open up the 
meetings to students whose first lan-
guage is not English.

Headmaster Rachel Skerritt, who 

observed the town hall, recognizes the 
importance of enabling as many stu-
dents as possible to partake in these 
meetings.

“Any opportunity for students to 
be able to represent their experience 
with their own voice through a very 
professional and widespread platform 
is a wonderful opportunity,” comments 
Headmaster Skerritt.

Choy also appreciates the chance 
to discuss and connect with peers, see-
ing it as a way to hear from others and 
understand how their lives are chang-
ing alongside hers.

“Participating in these town halls 
helps me realize how necessary it is for 
student voices to be heard, recognized 
and understood,” she says.

The meetings currently occur 
weekly and are planned to continue 
for some time. More information about 
how to join can be found on The Boston 
Globe’s website.

Beginning March 17, sixteen Boston 
Public Schools (BPS) locations, including 
Boston Latin School, transformed into youth 
meal sites in response to the COVID-19 pan-
demic.

From 8:30 A.M. to 11:30 A.M., the 
staff  operating on school sites hand out pack-
aged breakfasts and lunches to families in 

need while practicing social distancing and 
proper sanitation. They offer a variety of  food 
options, such as frozen, fresh or shelf-stable 
meals. Cereal, sandwiches and macaroni 
and cheese are among the variety of  foods 
offered, and each meal comes with heating 
instructions as needed. Different options for 
how food can be picked up on-site are also 
available.

“We hit the ground running. We 
have been serving during holidays and even 

during school breaks, because we know hun-
ger does not take a break. Hunger does not 
take a vacation,” explains Laura Benavidez, 
the Executive Director of  Food and Nutrition 
Services at BPS.

Around 9,000 meals a day are served 
through these locations and as of  May 15, 
over half  a million meals have been distrib-
uted through the BPS meal sites. The meal 
sites are scattered throughout Boston, with 
about one in each neighborhood and some-
times two for bigger parts of  the city, such as 
Dorchester.

Thorough sanitation and social dis-
tancing requirements are also addressed at 
meal sites. Limited amounts of  workers are 
present so that there is adequate space for 
food recipients. Despite these precautions, 
however, there are still challenges. To allow 
for safe food distribution, families have to 
quickly enter, pick up their pre-packaged food 
and exit immediately. 

BPS has also partnered with both the 
Boston Housing Authority and the Young 
Men’s Christian Association (YMCA) to assist 
with grocery boxing and delivery for families 
who cannot access meal sites. Regarding the 
variety of  accommodations, Benavidez adds 
that “[BPS is] doing everything we can, even 

if  they are not school means, it is some sort of 
sustenance we can provide.”

In addition, the students who already 
received door-to-door transportation ser-
vices, have Individualized Education Plans or 
cannot go to the school can receive shelf-sta-
ble meals which are delivered by bus. This 
process was also used during school vaca-
tions for student families in need of  food.

As for how long these sites will run, it 
depends on when the city reopens. Benavidez 
says that “[BPS meal sites] will continue on at 
least until the official school year ends. Then 
we will automatically jump into our summer 
program. With summer, we may anticipate 
to open even more sites.”

Besides BPS-hosted meal sites, many 
other food sites are spread across Boston. 
These include youth and adult meal sites, 
food pantries and soup kitchens. Local YMCA 
and Salvation Army locations have been con-
verted into food delivery spaces.

During the school year, BPS serves over 
13 million students across the city. Grace 
Sullivan (III) concludes, “[BPS] giving out 
food during this time shows such generosity, 
thinking about those who are experiencing 
more than simply missing school, but are 
missing their source of  daily meals.”

BPS Provides During the Pandemic                                             

BPS’s New Plan for Virtual Learning

On May 4, Boston Public Schools 
(BPS) implemented Phase II of  virtual 
learning, requiring students to attend live 
classes via video call and updating the grad-
ing policies in light of  Boston Latin School’s 
closure for the rest of  the year.

Over a span of  two days, BLS students 
go through their Day 1 schedules by attend-
ing 30-minute virtual classes with 15-min-
ute breaks in between. New guidelines were 
also put into place for Term 3 grades. Stu-
dents will only receive a Term 3 grade if  it 
is higher than the average of  their first two 
terms. If  the Term 3 grade is calculated to be 
lower than that average, the student will not 
receive a numerical grade, but a grade of 
“pass” or “incomplete” for the term instead. 

The new rules take into consideration the 
impact that the pandemic has had on stu-
dents, allowing flexibility for students who 
cannot attend virtual classes or complete 
assignments due to special circumstances.

In the previous learning phase, many 
teachers created a “self-learning” curric-
ulum, in which they assigned lessons via 
online platforms for students to work on 
individually. They graded assignments sole-
ly based on completion and did not require 
virtual class attendance, but held optional 
office hours. This phase of  remote learning 
was necessary as BPS worked to ensure that 
all students had access to technology and 
could take part in upcoming online classes.

When asked about the new learning 
schedule, Associate Headmaster Mr. Jon-
athan Mulhern says, “We want to find a 
schedule that works so students can access 

all of  their teachers of  all of  their subjects 
fairly consistently while also giving enough 
time in between classes for flexibility. Bal-
ancing work, life and school is the biggest 
challenge, and underneath that umbrella, 
there’s a thousand different things that any 
individual might be facing. We’ll try to max-
imize the best practices and minimize the 
ones that aren’t working as well.”

In addition, the BLS Academic Lead-
ership Team has come up with a school-spe-
cific grading plan to ensure compensation 
for students’ at-home work. This new plan 
gives teachers the freedom to add percent-
age points to students’ Term 3 grades based 
on work completion, assignment quality 
and performance in virtual class settings.

Despite the obstacles that distance 
learning presents, many are finding ways to 
adjust and thrive. Ms. Courtney Garside, a 

seventh-grade Earth Science teacher, finds 
that Phase II of  virtual learning provides a 
much more effective working environment.

“It is so much better to have the face-
to-face class. […] The new schedule gives us 
all the opportunity to provide that for our 
students, and the work we see this week is 
[…] much better than what we’ve been get-
ting from students trying to work complete-
ly on their own,” says Ms. Garside.

Many students also agree that live 
virtual learning is an improvement from the 
previous system.

“Phase II learning gives [students] 
more opportunities to check in with teach-
ers to review material and ask any ques-
tions, which is especially important for ju-
niors and seniors with AP exams coming 
up,” says Dante Minutillo (I) when asked 
about the benefits of  Phase II.

FEC Keeps Students Invested During Quarantine

From March to May 2020, the Bos-
ton Latin School Finance and Economics 
Club (FEC) hosted a virtual stock simulation 
that allowed students to gain insight into in-
vesting during a pandemic.

Founded in September 2019, BLS 
FEC seeks to engage students in the basics of 
finance and economics through interactive 
lessons, competitions and simulations, such 
as the one held during the past two months. 
During the simulation, over 40 BLS stu-
dents built a stock exchange portfolio on the 
Market Watch website.

Starting with 100,000 dollars, each 
participant strategically bought, sold or 
shorted (bet against) publicly traded stocks 
based on the real-time market. Their profits 
and losses were based on companies’ actu-
al stock market values, which, according 
to FEC President Ludovico Rollo (II), “gives 
students the experience of  trading stocks in 
real life.” Rollo adds, “Commission fees and 
interest rates exist in the game to keep it as 
realistic as possible.”

Participants hoped to accumulate the 
most profit to ultimately win a cash prize 
of  40 dollars. Students developed the de-
cision-making skills necessary to be a suc-
cessful investor and gained insight into how 
COVID-19 has affected the stability of  the 
stock market and the values of  companies.

Participant Karen Mai (II) reflects, 
“It was fun; I started off  pretty well in the 
round. It was a lot of  playing with numbers, 
and it was just luck. It was really random 
[...] at times, and during such an uncertain 
time with COVID[-19], anything could hap-
pen. [...] I learned [to not] invest in stocks 
during a pandemic, I also learned [to] make 
wise choices when you buy stuff.”

Mai highlights that she was able to 
bring her previous experience with stock 
simulations into this competition while also 
learning from other competitors about in-
vestment strategies. Giving BLS students 
experience with investing in stocks was one 
of  many reasons FEC decided to hold this 
simulation.

According to FEC officer Xiangan He 
(II), “When COVID[-19] started, we wanted 
to be able to find a way to connect with our 
club and stay active. We were afraid that we 
would lose club member engagement and 
we would become kind of  [like] strangers to 
each other, so this is a way to keep us togeth-
er [...] in one community. A lot of  people 
have been very enthusiastic and active and 
they are tracking how the market’s been. 
[...] This [simulation] has been a work long 
in the making.”

The competition ended on May 31, 
but the club may hold another stock simu-
lation soon if  there is popular demand.

During this school year, the FEC has 
gained a substantial group of  active mem-

bers from all grades and levels of  back-
ground knowledge. They encourage anyone 
with an interest in finance and economics 
to join, regardless of  experience. FEC meets 
weekly on Tuesdays, during which mem-
bers discuss developments and predictions 
regarding stocks, and officers present a les-
son about an important financial topic or 
major event in economic history.

In fall of  2019, FEC partnered with 
Mr. Jim Levesque to teach a seven-week 
financial literacy course open to any BLS 
students who were interested. The final 
component of  the course was a stock mar-

ket simulation. The top three BLS teams ad-
vanced to the regional competition, where 
one team earned second place.

FEC had planned to host speakers 
from the finance and economic sectors this 
spring, but this was canceled due to the 
school closure. FEC hopes to expand the 
knowledge they bring to BLS, including 
on-demand recorded lessons.

Officer He comments, “We want 
to make sure that all the people who are 
into entrepreneurship, into business, into 
stocks, investing, get this opportunity to 
learn about it.”

BPS offers breakfasts and lunches to all Boston children.

Historically, there has been a lack of 
diversity in the film and television indus-
try; in response to this, many have been 
calling attention to the lack of  variation 
that can be seen in the stories and faces in 
Western media.

Recently, however, there has been 
an increase in Asian actors and shows cre-
ated by Asians on Netflix, some of  which 
include To All the Boys I’ve Loved Before, 
Never Have I Ever, Crash Landing on You 
and Kim’s Convenience. Although Netflix’s 
strides towards increasing Asian represen-
tation in the film industry are valuable for 
the representation that they provide, there 
is still more to be done to create authentic 
and accurate stories about the Asian and 
Asian American experience.

When Netflix produces films and 
television shows with Asian actors playing 
major characters, they draw attention to 
Asian media in the West. By adding more 
diversity in their movies and TV shows, it 
has the potential to expose their subscrib-
ers to different cultures and hardships 
unique to Asians and Asian Americans.

Naomi Hassard (IV) explains, “It 
was good to see different groups of  peo-
ple being shown as something other than 
a side character or something that isn’t 
important to the plot. I liked seeing the 
variety of  ways Netflix chose to represent 
these groups of  people, and it brought 
light to the realities that they face on a dai-
ly basis.”

Netflix’s diverse cast not only affects 
its viewers, but also benefits the actors. 
These roles have created opportunities for 
Asian stars to make a name for themselves 
and can help give them access to other 
roles in the film industry.

For example, Lana Condor has 

grown to be loved by both the media and 
her audience after her appearance in the 
hit film To All the Boys I’ve Loved Before.

This does not have to be the case, as

Asian & Pacific Islander American Heritage Month gains new and stronger representation through Netflix.

Amid the recent turmoil of  sexual 
assault allegations which have turned 
heads away from Trump’s handling of 
the pandemic and toward Biden’s char-
acter and decency, Democrats have set-
tled on an inadequate solution of  denial 
and defense which must change so that 
these leaders’ actions are consistent 
with their espoused values.

Tara Reade, a former staff  assis-
tant to Joe Biden, claims that the Dem-
ocratic presidential candidate sexual-
ly assaulted her while working in his 
Senate office in 1993. Biden, however, 
with the support of  many prominent 
Democrats, has denied the accusations. 

Regardless of  what the truth may be, 
Biden and his supporters should not be 
allowed to continue dismissing the sit-
uation.

The Democratic Party prides itself 
on its support for victims of  sexual as-
sault and movements pertaining to sex-
ual assault, such as the #MeToo move-
ment and Dr. Christine Blasey Ford’s 
case against then-Supreme Court Nom-
inee Brett Kavanaugh. Biden declares 
that “you’ve got to start off  with the 
presumption that at least the essence of 
what she’s talking about is real.”

Flash forward two years, and now 
these same people are reiterating their 
confidence in the accused offender and 
praising his response. While no one is 
directly denying Tara Reade’s accu-

sations, they are casting doubt on her 
accusations as they change their nar-
rative from “believe all women” to “all 
women deserve to be heard.”

Their passive actions and disinter-
est in holding the accused accountable 
significantly reduce their integrity and 
highlight their hypocrisy.

Biden has pressured voters by de-
claring in an interview that those who 
believe Tara Reade should not vote for 
him to hold true to their beliefs, morally 
obliging voters to choose between him 
or her.

If  the Democrats persist in the 
same behavior that they have “shamed 
other politicians for,” Kayla Butler (I) 
says, a “shift in what is socially accept-
ed [is created].”

They are setting a precedent that 
allows them to ditch their fights for the 
powerless in hopes of  political gain, 
but “people are tired of  old white men 
getting away with sexual assault, or 
failing to represent the people [...] They 
want policies [and actions] that they 
see as human.” This is reaffirmed in 
recent polls conducted by Politico and 
Morning Consult in which 32 percent 
responded that they were less likely to 
vote for Biden due to the allegations.

These actions are, unfortunately, 
the result of  the uncomfortable politics 
of  Biden’s situation.

Every move a politician makes has 
the potential to cause damage to their 
public image and approval ratings, 
which is why Mr. Brian Smith argues 
there is a “degree to which every poli-
tician […] sacrifices what their ethical 
and moral stance should be to protect 
their politics.”

Indeed, it is the politics that make 
the circumstances so difficult. As Ms. 
Catherine Arnold frames it, Biden and 
the Democratic Party “are caught be-
tween a rock and a hard place and don’t 
really have the latitude to express their 
genuine response to this specific situa-
tion.”

She agrees, however, with certain 
Democrats “like Senator Ayanna Press-
ley [who] argue that there is more than 
an all-or-nothing way to proceed.” We 
should order a formal investigation, for 
example, instead of  handing it off  to 
the press to speculate.

There are many methods to give 
Biden more credibility than just his 
“character and integrity.”

He can publicize his Senate pa-
pers, which possibly contain a com-
plaint filed by Reade, especially since 
he claims to be such an open book. In 
addition, Reade has agreed to undergo 
a polygraph test if  Biden takes one. To 
regain the people’s trust and vote, Dem-
ocrats must either properly disprove 
Reade’s story or be held accountable 
and prove he has changed in the past 
thirty years.

Looking beyond these accusa-
tions, most would likely agree that 
Biden’s track record on women consid-
erably exceeds that of  Trump. Wheth-
er Biden’s and the Democrats’ stances 
on women’s issues are genuine or not, 
they are very focused on advocating for 
them.

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Should the Government Subsidize Struggling Cultural Venues?
Yes, The Government Should Subsidize Them No, The Government Should Not Subsidize Them

Throughout the turmoil 
of  the COVID-19 crisis in the 
United States, it is imperative 
that funding be set aside to sup-
port cultural venues like historic 
restaurants and museums that 
are struggling to stay afloat.

From smaller family-owned 
businesses to larger citywide in-
stitutions, these establishments 
are a vital and vibrant part of 
every city’s community, includ-
ing Boston. A society void of 
cultural institutions is not a so-
ciety of  humans; as Peter Marks 
and Geoff  Edgars wrote in the 
Washington Post recently, “One 
can almost feel [New York City] 
reeling from the blow of  great 
institutions gone dark. […] To 
have that endangered is to put a 
target on the very identity of  the 
city itself.” By refusing to priori-
tize these institutions, the unique character of  each of  our diverse American cities 
and towns are thrown away.

Closer to home, cultural institutions in Boston find themselves struggling as 
well. For the past several years, the Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum, an art estab-
lishment across the street from Boston Latin School, has taken in BLS students as 
interns under the Deitch Leadership Institute Fellowship program. Due to its lack of 
funding and closure during the COVID-19 crisis, the museum will not be taking a 
Deitch intern this year. Similarly, many cultural institutions around the city proudly 
offer work and internship opportunities to underserved students and young adults 
in the community — without adequate funding, all of  these opportunities will be 
lost to the young people who may need them most.

When the government decides not to prioritize funding for cultural venues, 
they send a message of  disregard for the diverse cultural heritage of  our city and 
country.

From restaurants to bodegas to hair and nail salons, minority-owned small 
businesses are often the ones struggling the most to survive during the COVID-19 
crisis. As Gary Zaretsky writes in a letter to a New York Times editor, “Big business-
es will still be here after COVID-19. But be prepared to see ‘For Rent’ signs in your 
neighborhood stores. […] Unfortunately, [many] will find that the small businesses 
which they worked for no longer exist.” Zaretsky speaks to the economic repercus-
sions of  letting small cultural businesses fail. The unemployment rate during the 
COVID-19 crisis is astronomical and almost unprecedented, and small businesses 
employ and provide the livelihood for millions of  Americans, many of  them low-in-
come minorities.

These small businesses and cultural institutions have special meaning to BLS 
students as well. Regarding small businesses in the Chinatown area, Mandy Sun 
(II) says, “[They] make up a huge part of  my childhood […] May’s Cake House has 
always been a local bakery that my family has gone to for as I could remember. On 
my birthday every year I would get a mango mousse cake from them.” Sun believes 
these establishments need federal backing. “They can’t make a living without it. 
Lots of  these stores have to close down, and it honestly makes me sad. At this point, 
I am wondering which part of  my culture and childhood is gone forever.”

It is well known that the COVID-19 pandemic has exposed the vast social in-
equities in all of  our major cities. Failure to back the small businesses which provide 
work for so many Americans in need would equate to willful desertion of  these most 
vulnerable institutions.

Although many regularly 
question whether or not tax-
payers should prop up cultur-
al businesses, there are other 
sectors such as hospitals and 
unemployment benefits where 
funding should be prioritized.

One sector experiencing 
the most serious underfunding 
is the very division protecting 
Americans during this pan-
demic: hospitals. As The New 
England Journal of  Medicine re-
ports, “The number of  venti-
lators we will need to care for 
U.S. patients with COVID-19 
[…] [is] as many as a million.” 
Yet, “the number of  ventilators 
in the United States range from 
60,000 to 160,000.”

While one can debate the 
specific number of  ventilators 
in America or the amount that 

is needed, what is indisputable is the drastic underfunding of  the medical insti-
tutions we rely on, even beyond ventilators. For instance, medical professionals 
and essential workers are going without vital personal protection equipment, 
making those already at high risk more likely to contract COVID-19.

Besides the wide-ranging needs in the medical community, many families 
who were already in uncertain socio-economic conditions are in even more 
dire circumstances than before the outbreak. Since the onset of  the COVID-19 
pandemic, over one million Bay Staters have sought to claim unemployment 
benefits. More broadly, 20 percent of  American workers have filed for first-time 
unemployment benefits since March.

While some people such as Dominic Kennedy-Slesar (I) argue that gov-
ernment subsidies “could definitely help businesses that are not receiving any 
income or are receiving very limited income,” the scale is too vast.

The other needs are too great to give out the subsidies requested by some. 
Even if  one believes that cultural venues require help, what qualifies as limited 
income for a business is arbitrary and the scale of  businesses who would re-
quest this aid is too great to be based on those kinds of  judgments. Beyond the 
impracticality of  these grants, it is not the role of  the government to pick and 
choose which establishments need saving.

As Miggy Antonio (II) mentions, “[Businesses] rely on people gathering 
in these venues and buying tickets for their many cultural activities and exhib-
its.”

Taxpayer money should be going to support places that aid in the fight-
ing of  COVID-19, not establishments whose very goal brings people physically 
close to each other in ways deemed medically unsafe and intrinsically harmful 
to our fight against the virus. It is time to adapt to the world we are living in, 
one heavily affected by COVID-19 and its ramifications. It is time to avoid gath-
ering in large numbers, not just now, but to prevent future devastation.

While there are businesses that will go under from loss of  revenue brought 
about by the COVID-19 pandemic and sectors of  the economy that will be dras-
tically changed, change is not always a bad thing. Museums, restaurants and 
other companies without the crutch of  the taxpayers’ dollar will adjust to at-
tract customers as the world emerges from the pandemic.

As Albert Einstein puts it, America must adapt to overcome the chal-
lenge that lies before it; for “the measure of  intelligence is the ability to 
change.”

TikTok: Stop the Clock on the Hate

In August 2018, the company 
ByteDance acquired the app Musical.
ly, transforming it into TikTok. Initial-
ly, the baggage of  Musical.ly’s poor 
reputation and its young demograph-
ic meant that TikTok would not be 
regarded as a legitimate social media 
platform. TikTok, nevertheless, is just 
as valid a platform as more tradition-
al social media websites are, such as 
Twitter or Instagram, and ought to be 
seen as such.

TikTok separates itself  from oth-
er social media apps through its ac-
cessibility in video creation.

As librarian Ms. Susan Harari 
explains, “The platform works hard to 
make it enticing and fun to create and 
share your own videos.”

Its video editor gives its users a 

vast selection of  features and few con-
straints, setting it apart from apps like 
Vine, whose six-second-time limit and 
lack of  internal editing features often 
limited the content that could be post-
ed.

Due to TikTok’s versatility, its 
posted content differs, ranging from 
lip-syncing to dancing to comedy. 
Through the For You page, an al-
gorithm-based collection of  videos 
specialized for every user (similar 
to Instagram’s Explore page), users 
are constantly being exposed to vid-
eos and creators that might interest 
them. For most TikTok users, they 
spend most of  their time on the app 
scrolling through their For You pages. 
Because of  this, TikTok’s creator base 
is dominated by “ordinary” people 
rather than brand name companies 
and celebrities, making it much more 
accessible to the average user.

Ms. Kristen George, Visual and 
Performing Arts teacher, says that 
TikTok gives “a voice to those who 
may have otherwise had no platform 
on which to be heard.”

Unlike many other social media 
platforms, most of  the content that 
you watch on TikTok does not neces-
sarily consist of  people that you al-
ready follow. As a result, people like 
activists and artists can use the For 
You page to reach audiences that they 
may not have been able to reach be-
fore.

On more established platforms 
like Instagram and Facebook, us-
ers often post very selectively due to 
outside pressure or preconceived no-
tions of  what is appropriate. On Tik-
Tok, however, there is more freedom 
to share whatever one sees fit. It cre-
ates a welcoming environment where 
people can post about anything they 

want without being held to any pre-
existing expectations.

	 For many people of  older gen-
erations, platforms like TikTok are of-
ten targets of  derision, and are seen 
as narcissistic and superficial.

“Some people dislike social me-
dia,” explains eighth grade English 
teacher Mr. Jeffrey Gibbons. “[They] 
dislike anything new, dislike the idea 
of  always posting their camera [or] 
phone on themself  […] this look-at-
me zeitgeist.”

With a global pandemic hitting 
hard in Boston, health experts are ad-
vising everyone to stay home as much 
as possible. Occupations that can have 
switched to remote work, but this 
transition is not as simple for students. 
As a result of  the COVID-19 outbreak, 
Boston Latin School has switched to 
virtual classrooms, allowing teachers 
to connect with their students despite 
being physically separated. Although 
there are a few drawbacks to virtual 
learning, the self-paced aspect of  at-
home learning is something we ought 
to retain when in-person teaching re-
sumes.

Recently, BLS has introduced a 
virtual school day that comprises of 
thirty-minute classes, adding up to 
roughly three-hour school days with 
open blocks and specials until 3:30 
P.M.

With the school day being less 
than three hours, it is up to the stu-
dents themselves to schedule the rest 
of  their learning. This is where self-
paced learning comes into play.

Self-paced learning “allows stu-
dents to design their own learning ex-
perience, not only at their own pace 
but according to their own interests 
and learning preferences,” says iste.
org. It “differs from the traditional 
teacher-led, whole-class lessons in 
that it allows students to use mate-
rials and resources to customize the 

way they learn in class.”
Typically, BLS students rush from 

class to class trying to find enough 
time to complete homework, study 
for tests, and socialize with friends 
while also maintaining a healthy life-
style. With our hectic daily schedules, 
it is easy to fall behind. Without the 
time-consuming rigid schedules, we 
normally follow, however, students 
have been able to recognize the im-
portance of  self-paced learning. It 
allows students to have more control 
over their learning and how they will 
best benefit from a lesson.

just so I can be comfortable with my 
own pace.”

With the end of  the school year 
in June comes the end of  virtual class-
es, and hopefully we will return to BLS 
in the fall. This, however, does not 
need to mean the end of  self-paced 
learning. Teachers should implement 
it into their classrooms, allowing both 
students and teachers to reap the 
benefits of  more individualized feed-
back, attentive students and relevant 
questions. After seeing the positive re-
sults of  self-paced learning, it would 
be foolish of  us to leave it in the past 
once we return to school; rather, we 
should embrace it as a way to enhance 
the way we learn and teach.

COVID-19 first appeared in Wu-
han, China in early December of  2019. 
Since then, it has spread worldwide, 
with millions of  confirmed cases and 
hundreds of  thousands of  deaths. As 
the U.S. government struggles to cope 
with the virus, it deliberately uses ra-
cially-charged rhetoric to shift the 
blame towards China instead of  taking 
accountability for its shortcomings; 
this only serves to fuel tensions and 
further divide the nation.

The U.S. government has chosen 
words in order to avoid taking account-
ability for its own mistakes regarding 
the pandemic. Even after receiving 
criticism for President Donald Trump’s 
usage of  the term “Chinese virus” rath-
er than the accepted “coronavirus” or 
“COVID-19,” President Trump con-
tinues to use the former term despite 
its racial connotations. His continued 
usage of  this phrase stigmatizes and 
scapegoats those of  Asian descent. 
“It’s a very subjective and xenopho-
bic term that people made in order to 
have someone or a group of  people to 

blame,” explains Jun Ye (III).
The government’s continued us-

age of  the term “Chinese virus” has 
influenced the thoughts and actions of 
citizens, causing civil unrest and spur-
ring existing racist ideas and hate. The 
term labels Asians as dangerous and 
deserving of  poor treatment for spread-
ing the virus, even though the actions 
of  the Chinese government cannot be 
attributed to an entire race of  people.

We can see the ramifications of 
this racist rhetoric by the increased 
rate of  hate crimes against Asian 
Americans. The New York Police De-
partment’s report for April showed that 
hate crimes against Asian Americans 
were on the rise, attributing 14 to the 
current COVID-19 pandemic; one of 
these crimes involved a stranger shout-
ing, “you’re infected China boy, you 
need to get off  the train,” to an Asian 
man on the subway.

The Chinese government made 
mistakes in handling the outbreak: 
China did not warn the public of  the 
likely epidemic for six days, and this 
may have contributed to the collapse 
of  Wuhan’s medical system.When 
the first cases of  COVID-19 from the 
Hua’nan market emerged, authorities 
prevented doctors from alerting their 
peers to the disease, and the first peo-
ple who claimed the disease could be 
contagious were admonished for “ru-
mor-mongering.” The virus’s origins in 
China and any missteps they may have 
made, however, do not make the U.S. 

any less responsible for mishandling 
the outbreak.

In the first months of  the out-
break, President Trump ignored his 
own staff  by dismissing the disease as 
nothing to worry about. The U.S. gov-
ernment also failed to provide medical 
supplies and deployed flawed testing 
kits. It also did not begin testing at an 
early date like South Korea and Singa-
pore.

Ms. Katie Dunn, who teaches 
Chemistry 1 and AP Environmental 
Science, says that “widespread test-
ing and taking the advice around so-
cial distancing seriously are necessary 
steps in improving the situation.”

The Trump administration disre-
garded pandemic response plans dating 
back to more than a decade ago from 
the George W. Bush presidency and 
did not fully staff  its public health bu-
reaucracy. Although President Trump 
denies all responsibility, it is clear that 
the failure to adequately respond to the 
pandemic lies with the Trump adminis-
tration. COVID-19 is a global problem, 
and it is cowardly and racist to put the 
blame solely on China. As Karen Mai 
(II) puts it, “it’s not the time to point 
fingers at each other. We’re all dealing 
with [COVID-19] as a world.”

In these uncertain times, it is cru-
cial for governments to be proactive in 
their response to the outbreak and for 
individuals to stay informed and re-
sponsible to help stop the spread of  the 
virus.

Despite many colleges refunding 
parts of  room and board fees, college 
tuition remains largely the same. This 
ignores the many services tuition 
normally provides, such as vital work-
study and lab opportunities. Colleges 
are robbing students of  both education 
and money by maintaining high tuition 
rates amid quarantine.

Even for students who can afford 

the high costs of  tuition, they are 
receiving only a portion of  what they 
expected.

Danielle Augustin (I) explains that 
students “should be refunded at least 
half  of  tuition because within tuition 
comes the use of  laboratories and 
research facilities.”

These additional resources are 
an integral part of  students’ learning 
experience and and are for much of  what 
they are paying. Augustin’s suggestion 
might even be a generous estimate 

since Business Insider finds that only 
about 30 percent of  tuition goes toward 
paying professors. This means that the 
remaining part goes toward college life 
and resources that students now cannot 
experience.

Many students also struggle with 
the sedentary school environment to 
begin with, and those students suffer 
even more under the new layout, Zoom 
call classes with faraway peers.

Stella Dzialas (I) says that “A lot of 
people don’t really thrive in an online 
setting.” She continues, “It’s paralyzing, 
[…] if  you’re taking STEM courses, it’s 
really difficult, especially if  you have 
executive function disorder or ADHD.”

The new learning environment is 
particularly difficult for students who 
had signed up for hands-on courses. This 
dramatic change is a total departure 
from their normal curriculum. In fact, 
for hundreds of  thousands of  students, 
this shift is not even workable.

More urgently, perhaps, is the 
case of  the millions of  students reliant 
on work-study programs to make their 
deposits.

Ms. Elyce Sweeney, a guidance 
counselor at BLS, says, “Knowing that 
there are students for whom work-study 
wages are critically important, I hope 
that colleges will find ways to support 
students most in need.”

Indeed, it is critical to address 
this vulnerable portion of  the student 
body, since so many are struggling more 

than ever in the precarious COVID-19 
environment.

For colleges who can afford it, 
lowering tuition would account for the 
significant loss in education students 
are experiencing.

Ms. Sweeney comments, “Colleges 
should make every effort to adapt to 
meet the needs of  students and families.”

But for too many colleges, this 
is simply not an option since they rely 
on their tuition income to stay afloat. 
In this case, colleges could potentially 
postpone semesters and extend them 
into the summer.

As Dzialas suggests: “For the fall, 
I don’t think they should reopen, they 
should just push it back.”

For colleges who would like to stay 
open, the students should not have to 
bear the brunt of  the cost.

Ms. Alyssa Frank, Director of  the 
Schawbel College Resource Center, 
says, “I think the government needs to 
step in and help right now especially, 
but I also would like to see a deeper 
investment from the government in 
higher education in general, both to 
the institutions themselves and to 
students.”

Rather than forcing students to 
empty their wallets for an education 
they are not receiving, the government 
should dedicate a larger budget 
to supporting both students and 
institutions of  higher education during 
this pandemic.

Globalization is a defining phenomenon in 
this moment of  history that has brought develop-
ment and cooperation. Especially in this time of 
COVID-19, globalization has also led to new threats 
including the fuel of  inequality, loss of  jobs, ex-
ploitation of  cheap labor and supply chain disrup-
tions in times of  crisis.

While globalization is not new, it has in recent 
decades shown steadier and more rapid progress, in-
creasing in scale and affecting countries all over the 
world. Considering the downsides of  globalization, 
which the pandemic has thrust into the spotlight, 
wealthy societies like America must do more to ap-
proach this process with caution and regulation.

People and the environment often suffer sig-
nificant consequences from globalization and its in-
tense exchange of  goods. Especially today, with the 
spread of  the COVID-19, the U.S. is at a great dis-
advantage. Because we receive specific goods from 
multinational companies, we now cannot get items 
we require due to the pandemic, such as face masks 
from China. Many multinational corporations con-
centrate production of  one industry in a particular 
area; in this unique time, this has led to a serious 
upset in the supply chain.

Globalization appears to be helpful for the priv-
ileged few, but the benefits are unevenly distributed.

Alice Liu, (III) vice president of  the Boston 
Latin School Business Club argues, “Globalization is 
generally good for many developing countries who 
have access to our markets and can export cheap 
goods, multinational corporations and people like 
managers, owners and investors. But at the same 
time, it’s not too great for people in the working 
class and it also accelerates deindustrialization.”

Through globalization, the wages of  certain 
segments of  the workforce increase. In highly devel-
oped nations, this occurs in high-tech manufactur-
ing and services sectors. These industries are domi-
nated by highly skilled workers already drawn from 
the wealthiest segments of  a population. Simulta-
neously, the poorer and lower-educated parts of  so-
ciety face heightened competition from cheap labor 
in less developed countries. Therefore, globalization 
is inflating the wages of  the wealthiest sections of 
a developed society, while increasing inequality and 
leaving the poorer segments worse off.

In countries like the U.S., a general increase 
among the middle class has become less and less 
common, making the rich richer and the poor poor-
er. The McKinsey Global Institute finds that almost 
70 percent of  households have experienced flat or 
falling incomes in the last decade. This means that 
even in advanced economies like the U.S., Japan and 
Western Europe, a general increase in wealth among 
the middle class is becoming less and less common.

Globalization can lead to a loss of  jobs and a 
decrease in productivity in the workforce. If  a com-
pany moves production to an economically disad-
vantaged country, people in industrialized compa-
nies lose their jobs. While it may give locals more 
job opportunities, these workers are paid very little 
compared to those in industrialized countries. They 
remain poor and often lack sufficient insurance or 
benefits.

With businesses all over the world looking for 
a workforce to manufacture their products for their 

business, many turn to cheap labor to supply them. 
This could even mean using child laborers who are 
forced to work in harsh conditions and receive far 
less than minimum wage. They ignore safety stan-
dards to produce cheap goods.

World History teacher Mr. Eric Cordeiro elabo-
rates, “Currently, globalization has created inequal-
ity because nations use different standards in living. 
It allows for products to be made cheaper in areas, 
but that means workers are paid less.”

Ultimately, globalization is by now well-inte-
grated into the fabric of  our world, and much good 
has come of  it. We cannot and should not stop glo-
balization, yet there are many policies and strategies 
that we must use to make it fairer. We can enforce 
trade laws, force competition to play by the same 
rules and hold corporations engaging in inhumane 
practices accountable. Only this way can we ensure 
that our world is defined by the good globalization 
can do, not the bad.

K-Pop Tops the US Charts

When did K-pop take over the 
music industry, and how did it happen 
so suddenly? Korean pop music, com-
monly known as K-pop, was founded in 
1989 by a South Korean popular enter-
tainment company. The Western music 
industry had its first major exposure to 
K-pop in 2012 when PSY’s “Gangnam 
Style” topped the charts and became 
the first YouTube video to reach one 
billion views.

Since then, many K-pop groups 
have gained popularity in the U.S., 
including Bangtan Boys (BTS), EXO, 
Blackpink and TWICE. With groups 
ranging from four to 21 members, they 
do just about everything: sing, dance to 
complex choreography, model and act.

The multi-billion-dollar K-pop in-
dustry differs from the established mu-
sic industry in America, as seen in the 
ways K-pop artists interact with fans, 
perform at concerts, exude self-confi-

dence and spread awareness for global 
issues. Of  the many K-pop groups, none 
have become more famous in the West-
ern music industry than BTS, whose 
name in English means Bulletproof 
Boy Scouts.

 BTS, a group of  seven young 
men from South Korea, has trans-
formed the Western music industry 
within three years, as is reflected in 
their rich, successful history. Since 
their debut in 2013, BTS has won 
hundreds of  awards, with their 2019 
single “Boy With Luv” winning 111 
awards in 2019. They became the first 
K-pop group to present and perform at 
the GRAMMYs. BTS also became the 
third group in 50 years to have three 
number-one albums on the Billboard 
200 charts in less than 12 months, an 
accomplishment last achieved by The 
Beatles.

More and more American artists 
— Nicki Minaj, Lil Nas X and others 
— are collaborating with BTS, but is 
it for popularity or genuine interest? 

Whatever the reason is, including more 
Asian artists in the American music 
industry has raised awareness of  many 
global issues.

O n e  a w a r e n e s s  c a m p a i g n 
launched by BTS is the Love Myself 
campaign, in which the group col-
laborates with the 
United Nations Chil-
dren’s Fund, using 
music to campaign 
against violence in-
flicted upon children 
and teenager s.  As 
of  2019, their cam-
paign has raised over 
two million dollars. 
Fur ther more,  BTS 
members also donate 
their own money to 
other  charit ies  or 
organizations of  their choosing.

By having such popular groups 
raise awareness of  these important is-
sues, Lydia Chan (II) hopes that it “can 
lead to many other artists to speak up 

about global issues.”
Along with raising awareness 

for global issues, the rise of  BTS in 
the Western music industry has also 
brought attention to issues within 
America. BTS fan Sylvia Posever (II) 
feels that “[The rise of  K-pop in the 
U.S.] has definitely helped me realize 
the racism against and/or the under-
representation of  Asians in the United 
States.”

This problem was rarely acknowl-
edged before the popularity of  K-pop in 
the U.S. When “Gangnam Style” gained 
popularity in 2012, it was a foreign 
song in a foreign language. Following 
the rise of  BTS, more Asian American 
artists, such as NIKI and Joji, are get-
ting the credit they deserve. People 
are learning that you do not have to 
understand the language to love the 
music.	

The popularity of  K-pop in recent 
years has also sprouted interest for oth-
er genres of  Korean-style music. Leah 
Prodigalidad (II) describes how “K-pop 
encouraged me to branch out to other 
genres because K-pop itself  is so diverse 
on its own. I fell in love with K-Hip Hop, 
K-R&B and K-Indie, which have taken 
up my playlists for the past few years.” 
While these subgenres of  Korean music 
have not gained the same popularity 

as K-pop, they have 
st i l l  played a par t 
in transforming the 
Wester n music in-
dustry.

Wh e t h e r  yo u 
despise K-pop or are 
an avid listener, it is 
impossible to deny 
that the genre has 
set  major changes 
i n  m o t i o n  f o r  t h e 
Wester n music in-
dustry. With impacts 

already ranging from raising awareness 
on global issues to creating more oppor-
tunities for Asian and Asian American 
artists, only time will tell what other 
changes K-pop will bring to the U.S.

Are Movie Theaters Moving Out?

There is something that can’t replace the tradi-
tional movie experience — the big screen, the sticky 
popcorn all over the floor and that six-year-old who 
won’t stop kicking the back of  your seat. But recent 
events have taken all of  this away from us, and it might 
be forever. Prior to COVID-19, movie theaters were 
already struggling with the rise of  streaming services 
such as Netflix and Disney+, but coronavirus has dealt 
the heaviest blow yet.

According to Forbes, during the weekend of  March 
13, when lockdowns began, the domestic box office was 
54.7 million dollars, a 46 percent decline from the pre-
vious weekend, and a 60 percent decline from 2019. It 
was also the lowest-grossing weekend since 9/11. The 
Hollywood Reporter predicted that the global box office 
could lose at least five billion dollars, and an article by 
Variety states that American Multi-Cinema, one of  the 
largest movie theater chains, is on the brink of  filing 
for bankruptcy. 

As movie theaters have closed their doors, film 
release dates have been delayed by months or even 
indefinitely. It forces fans to wait as some of  the most 
anticipated movies of  the year, including Black Widow, 
Wonder Woman 1984, Mulan, A Quiet Place Part II, 
and No Time To Die, are put on hold.

“I’m kinda bummed out because I was really 
looking forward to watching Mulan,” says Michelle 
Garzon (II), “but I’m happy that I got to watch Onward 
on Disney+.”

While movie theaters are significantly hurt by 
COVID-19 ramifications, streaming services are thriv-
ing.

Kai Silva (II) says that “even though I’m mad 
annoyed that the movies were moved, there’s nothing 
I can do about it. Right now I’m staying entertained by 
watching or re-watching other things, such as Avatar 
which just came out on Netflix.”

Garzon and Silva are not the only ones who are 
seeking their entertainment through online streaming. 
Streaming services have been dominating the market 
since the pandemic began. According to The Verge, 
Netflix received 15.8 million new subscribers since mid-
March and now has a total of  182 million subscribers. 
The growth of  interest has been reflected in the steady 
rise of  stock prices for Disney+ and Hulu. Some movies, 
such as Artemis Fowl, are skipping the theaters altogeth-
er and will instead premiere on streaming platforms.

While modern streaming services are becoming 
increasingly popular, so is an older way of  watching 
movies: drive-in theaters.

According to the Los Angeles Times, “several of  the 
[United States’] 305 drive-in theaters are experiencing 
a surge in interest as traditional movie theaters, theme 
parks and other entertainment options are forced to 
close.”

In fact, ticket sales in many places for drive-in 
theaters were “at least double” of  what they used to be. 
Drive-in theaters have become a safer way for many peo-
ple to come together and enjoy the cinematic experience. 
So if  you want to go out and watch a movie with your 
family while still maintaining distance with others, be 
sure to check out the nearest drive-in theater.

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Boston Arts Battle COVID-19

The COVID-19 pandemic has kept 
much of  the population quarantined at home, 
and during this period of  hardship and uncer-
tainty, people have turned to entertainment to 
cope with the “new normal.” Some, however, 
are occupied with thoughts that are about 
more than just the next episode of  a TV show.

A large number of  artists have been 
suffering greatly during this pandemic. With 
canceled performances and closed arts centers, 
it is becoming increasingly difficult for them 
to make a living. Many artists are unsure of 
where their next paycheck is coming from  
—  if  it ever comes. It’s being considered “Holly-
wood’s Great Depression” because of  the sheer 
number of  newly unemployed actors and tech 
crew members and canceled filming.

Museums are also working twice as 
hard during the quarantine. They are not only 
trying to keep business alive with online events, 
but they are also trying to document this event 
for future reference. Many are unsure of  when 
these tough days will be over, and it isn’t clear 
how long it will be until we can safely step foot 
in an art studio or movie theatre again.

On April 15, Wheelock Family Theatre 
(WFT) announced its closure through at least 
August 15. Wheelock Family Theatre is the 
“Greater Boston area’s premier theatre compa-
ny,” hosting professional and student theatre 
productions year-round. Wheelock Family 
Theatre is also a partner with Boston Public 
Schools to provide training through education 
programs and student matinee productions.

The closure of  Boston University (BU) 
through late August and the discussion of 
its closure until as late as January 2021 has 
not only left potential and current students 
alarmed, it severely affects actors and artists 
who use BU spaces for work. Due to its closure, 
Wheelock had to cancel not only professional, 
adult performances but also students’ spring, 
summer and possibly fall productions.

When discussing COVID-19’s impact 
on the performing arts community, Jeri Ham-
mond, Director of  Education and Community 
Engagement at Wheelock Family Theatre 
at BU, says, “The pandemic has hit the arts 
community hard. Theatres are suffering 
financially, artists and teaching artists, most 
of  whom work on a freelance basis, have lost 
the opportunity to work. We are also suffering 
as an artistic community because we can’t do 
the work we feel meant to do. We feel distanced 
from our artistic community and are grieving 
that.”

Since a large majority of  classes are 
being canceled, art teachers are losing their 
primary source of  income. Theatres are un-
sure if  they should even plan for an upcoming 

season in case sites are closed through winter 
because of  the virus’s unpredictability. During 
quarantine, WFT has experimented with 
offering online classes and holding virtual re-
hearsals, but both students and teachers agree 
that these options are not nearly as effective as 
in-person events.

While Wheelock did not switch to online 
performances for their mainstage shows, other 
theatre companies have found a way to host 
performances digitally. Heschel Steinhauser 
Roelofs, a Boston-based actor and Boston 
Latin Academy student, recently partook in 
an online performance of  Romeo and Juliet.

The rendition, “took a lot of  the physical 
acting out of  hit, but when performed, the 
theater experience was still there and people 
enjoyed it as a live performance,” says Roelofs 

Roelofs remains hopeful for the future of 
performing arts, even stating that many major 
film industries have continued auditions and 
read-throughs over video calls. With film sets 
being a major breeding ground for the corona-
virus, the film industry has to come up with a 
safe way to shoot movies and TV shows with 
hundreds of  people on a single set.

The Museum of  Fine Arts (MFA) in 
Boston closed on March 13, furloughing many 
workers. The MFA, however, is working hard 

to satisfy their virtual visitors. 
Abigail Hykin, an art conservator and 

curator at the MFA states, “There are exhi-
bition openings online: Monet in Boston has 
different postings every day in May. There are 
classes and visits to artists’ studios and lots 
of  different programming. It has been fun 
seeing people recreate their favorite artworks 
at home.”

Since the pandemic, museums have 
taken on a unique role. In response to this 
changing world, Hykin asks a loaded question: 
“Is a museum about direct encounters with 
art? Or are online exhibitions an acceptable 
substitute?”

The Institute of  Contemporary Arts 
(ICA) has also retained the museum experi-
ence over the web. The ICA’s website and social 
media channels “feature a robust selection 
of  digital content and other resources that 
we have produced […] Visitors to our site can 
explore videos and audio recordings including 
exhibition previews, artist interviews, studio 
visits, and talks between artists and curators.”

The ICA has a vast amount of  online 
resources, but since the COVID-19 pandem-
ic, they have expanded their collection and 
added much more free content for at-home 
enjoyment.

Fortunately, the City of  Boston could 
step in and help some artists out with their 
finances. The Boston Artist Relief  Fund “will 
award grants of  500 dollars to individual art-
ists who live in Boston whose creative practices 
and incomes are being adversely impacted by 
coronavirus […] with events of  all types being 
canceled, people who make income partially 
or fully through gigs and freelance work are 
losing critical opportunities to support their 
well-being in our city.”

Many cities, such as Cambridge, have 
subsequently followed in Boston’s path and 
released their own Artist Relief  Funds. Amid 
Mayor Marty Walsh’s announcement that 
Boston will not reopen on May 18, however, 
the state could continue to see high unemploy-
ment rates among the arts community and 
therefore less art to enjoy in the future.

In the post-pandemic world, another 
concern will involve young artists. It will be 
difficult for newly graduated professionals in 
the arts to find decent-paying work after such 
an economically difficult time. Following the 
COVID-19 outbreak, more young actors and 
artists might take on jobs unrelated to their 
passion in the arts to make a living — giving 
them less time to joyfully pursue their desired 
career.

Art Class Gets Creative

Despite  the  di f f icult  c ircum-
stances of  remote learning, AP Studio 
Art and Graphic Arts classes are still 
continuing online from the homes of 
Boston Latin School 
students. Much like 
academic classes, art 
classes have faced 
a new set of  chal-
lenges with online 
standards, especially 
regarding materials 
and resources.

Since Graphic Arts is a class that 
relies on technology, this poses some 
dif ficulties during remote learning. 
Graphic Arts teacher Ms. Elizabeth 
Walshak acknowledges, “Some stu-
dents don’t have internet at home, 
or are relying on Chromebooks.” She 
says this is an issue which “impacts 

their ability to create art.” Students, 
however, can continue to use some of 
the same software accessible to them 
from school.

“Adobe offered us all free access 
to all of  its softwares, so we can con-
tinue using Photoshop and Illustrator,” 

says Sherry Xu (I), 
a Graphic Arts stu-
dent.

	 Compared to 
G rap h i c  A r t s ,  A P 
Studio Ar t faces a 
d i f f erent  ser ies  o f 
challenges. In this 
ar t class,  students 

have recently finished portfolios for 
their AP exam. A portfolio for AP Stu-
dio Art typically comprises 15 works 
based on a theme which the student 
develops through their pieces. Due to 
the circumstances of  remote learning, 
however, portfolios are now required 
to have just 10 pieces. Before leaving 

school, students were at the beginning 
of  their 12th piece.

A c c o r d i n g  t o  A P  S t u d i o  A r t 
teacher Mr. Stephen Har ris,  many 
students “ended up f inishing their 
twelfth concentration piece at home.” 
The main reason for this was so that 
students could decide the end result 
of  their piece. Therefore, the series 
of  works did not come to an abrupt 
close during school closure. One of  the 
most important aspects of  art classes 
is the ability to inspire each other and 
exchange ideas.

Mr. Harris says, “Having the lux-
ury of  being at school and being able 
to do these things and be a community 
unfortunately has been lost.”

Although vir tual  ar t  c lasses 
provide nowhere near the same expe-
riences as those taught in person, some 
aspects of  AP Studio Art and Graphic 
Arts have remained the same. For her 
Graphic Arts class, Xu says, “Not much 

has changed for online classes; it is still 
just us working on our assignments 
and asking questions if  we have any.”

Although students and teachers 
lack materials and in-person connec-
tions, the benefits of  continuing art 
classes are worth it. The circumstances 
are not ideal, but remote learning has 
not stopped the creation of  art in any 
way. According to Ms. Walshak, now 
and more than ever, the arts “can be 
[a] catharsis, an escape” from these 
difficult times.

Due to social distancing, the Institute of  Contemporary Art is now showcasing several exhibits on their website.

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The Show Must Go On: The Arts at BLS

Nothing has shaken the Boston Latin School 
community — or the world — like the COVID-19 
pandemic. When rumors of  school closures became 
reality, the BLS arts community suffered many disap-
pointments. Besides the disruption of  the normal art 
class curriculum, most of  the productions planned 
for this spring were canceled or moved online. Despite 
these unprecedented circumstances, students are still 
exploring the arts and sharing their work with others. 
New challenges call for creative solutions, of  which 
the BLS art, theatre and music departments are in no 
short supply.

With the new online school schedule, students 
have continued to hone their musical abilities in live 
classes over Zoom. Normally, their grades would de-
pend on performances at school events, for which they 
would spend many class periods rehearsing, but with 
the cancellation of  events like the Spring Music Night, 
teachers have had to improvise. Now, the projects they 
assign should recreate the experience of  performing 
in a group while remaining at home.

Director of  String Orchestras, Ms. Susan Shipley, 
elaborates, “I’ve tried to give assignments which mimic 
harmony-making experiences. All of  the students have 
now done duet projects, playing the harmonies them-
selves. Technology, of  course, has made this possible.” 

Technology has also enabled a long-distance 
collaboration between students from band and choir 
groups. Their project, composed of  individual audio 
recordings edited together, will be presented at the 
Class of  2020 graduation. Gospel Choir also shared 
a special virtual project with the BLS community, an 
idea which surfaced during one of  their weekly Zoom 
meetings.

Alto Section Leader Kimberly Tran (III) explains 

the idea: “It was after Music Night had been canceled 
that we considered making a virtual project. We plan 
on recording ourselves singing and then piecing the 
videos together through an a cappella app.”

Students rehearse songs by singing along, while 
muted, to instrumentals played by their director, Ms. 
Kristen George. Projects like these serve as a reminder 
to make the best out of  the current circumstances. 
“We really wanted to do something in place of  Music 
Night, and also hope is a big theme in gospel music, 
so we just thought it would be the right thing to do,” 
Tran adds.

Hope, however, was not enough to save the BLS 
Theatre Company’s musical Imaginary. When the 
school’s reopening was still a possibility, the depart-
ment had planned to host online auditions over Zoom, 
although the platform would be 
unable to support a performance 
of  the lengthy musical.

Despite these setbacks, 
some theatrical productions still 
managed to happen. Theatre 
Company Director Mr. Joseph 
Gels shares, “We have chosen a 
more humble 45-minute musi-
cal project about a particularly 
horrible doctor to do with just 
the seniors to give them their 
last show.” There will be oppor-
tunities for students of  other 
grade levels to participate in the virtual theatre ex-
perience.

Additionally, the Yellow Submarine Improv 
Troupe performed to viewers over Zoom on May 31, 
and on May May 26 BLS Theatre provided “some 
Zoom-based showings of  our production of  My Love 
Lies Frozen In the Ice for those who missed it at the 
school based on a recording we have,” says Mr. Gels.

With their performance in My Love Lies Fro-
zen In the Ice, BLS Theater advanced to the semi- 
finals of  the Massachusetts High School Drama Festi-
val and multiple students won individual awards. With 
the online showings, even more members of  the BLS 
community were able to enjoy and appreciate what  
Mr. Gels calls “the best show we have done in my 
career.”

The movement of  so many school events to 
online platforms inspired the students of  BLS Asian 
Students In Action (A.S.I.A) to produce a virtual 
version of  Asian Night, a highly anticipated event in 
the school community. The YouTube announcement 
begins with club officers thanking the performers who 
contributed to the project, especially those graduating 
this year.

A.S.I.A. Co-Presi-
dent Jess Schnitzer (I) ex-
plains the process behind 
the video, saying, “We 
contacted all performers 
and asked if  they would 
submit videos of  their re-
hearsals or practices to be 
a part of  the video. Once 
we got all of  those videos, 
I started editing them to-
gether to create the vid-
eo.” A.S.I.A. is released 
content in celebration of 

Asian American Pacific Islander Heritage Month.
Thanks to technology and the innovations of 

students and faculty, many BLS traditions have been 
preserved despite school closures. Their hard work and 
talent provide a source of  comfort and entertainment 
during these hard times. Even as we are all social 
distancing, we can always rely on the arts to bring us 
closer together as a community.

Tiger King Reigns on Netflix

Between the cancellation of  sports 
and extracurriculars, shorter school 
schedules and stay-at-home orders 
because of  the COVID-19 pandemic, 
Boston Latin School students are finding 
that they have a lot more free time to 
watch some of  the latest shows on Net-
flix. Like many others across the country, 
BLS students are being drawn to Netflix’s 
true-crime documentary: Tiger King: 
Murder, Mayhem and Madness, an eight-
part docuseries that Netflix summarizes 

as, “A zoo owner spirals out of  control 
amid a cast of  eccentric characters in 
this true murder-for-hire story from the 
underworld of  big cat breeding.”

The show focuses on convicted 
felon Joe Exotic, owner of  the Greater 
Wynnewood Exotic Animal Park in 
Oklahoma. The story follows him as he 
entertains visitors by providing up-close 
animal experiences such as playing with 
tiger cubs, feeding lions, or interacting 
with wolves.

While the zoo coverage is bizarre 
enough, that’s only the beginning. 
Not everyone is thrilled with the idea 

of  playing with baby tigers, especially 
Joe’s nemesis Carole Baskin. Founder 
of  Big Cat Rescue in Florida, Baskin 
believes her goal in life is to rescue “big 
cats” from people like Joe, and she does 
everything in her power to destroy his 
successful business. Add a murder-for-
hire plot, a missing spouse and a cast of 
odd and creepy characters, and one can 
see that the series is unlike anything else 
on television.

	 Watching Tiger King has be-
come a favorite activity for many stu-
dents at BLS. Libby Wu (I) is a big fan of 
the show. “I’ve watched all of  the Tiger 

King episodes,” Wu says. “I binged the 
show a couple of  weeks ago, and it kept 
me up many nights until like 3 A.M. 
I think that Tiger King’s popularity is 
in part due to its sheer absurdity. I per-
sonally couldn’t believe that the show 
is based on pure truth.” Wu continues, 
“The chaos of  Tiger King is what enter-
tains me so much since Joe Exotic seems 
like such an imaginary character. It’s 
also really ironic how Carole Baskin is 
posing as the goddess of  morality and 
fighting Joe, whom she claims to be a 
horrible criminal, when she herself  isn’t 
providing the best living conditions for 
her animals and is employing many vol-
unteers in what appears to be a sneaky 
way of  using free labor.”

This story about an out of  control 
rivalry not only caught the attention of 
students, but staff  members as well. Ms. 
Kristen George, a music teacher at BLS, 
formed a negative view of  Tiger King 
after watching one-and-a-half  episodes. 
George states, “I had heard a lot of  buzz 
about it, so I gave it a chance, but as 
you can see, I quit in the middle of  an 
episode […] I am a person who likes to 
watch things that are educational and 
or thought-provoking, and this was 
neither.”

Ms. Tracy O’Donnell, a Pre-Alge-
bra and Algebra 2 teacher, has similar 
views. O’Donnell says, “People are curi-
ous and incredulous because it is hard 
to believe these are actually real people 
who really say and do these things and 
live the way they do […] I was really dis-
turbed by the manipulative, narcissistic 
and sometimes psychotic behavior that 
some of  the main people featured on the 
show displayed and the negative impact 
it had on others around them.”

Whether one is truly entertained 
or disgusted with Tiger King, it is a 
show that can serve as a distraction 
and source of  respite from the alarming 
events happening around us and the 
world.

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The Updated NCAA Endorsement Plan

On April 29, the process of  allowing 
National Collegiate Athletic Association 
(NCAA) student athletes to benefit finan-
cially from their status took another step 
forward. The NCAA Board of  Governors 
officially requested all three divisions to de-
vise rule changes that would allow athletes 
to receive monetary compensation through 
third-party endorsements, including social 
media posts and event appearances.

While athletes can identify their re-
spective teams, they are not permitted to 
use trademarked school or conference lo-
gos. This new development stems from the 
NCAA’s original vote on October 29 of  last 
year, when the NCAA Board of  Governors 
unanimously agreed to allow athletes to 
profit from their names and likenesses. All 
final rule changes are expected to be insti-
tuted no later than January 21, 2021.

The history of  the student athlete is 
long and complicated. The NCAA has le-
gally and successfully used the compound 
word to imply that as athletes, individuals 
must engage in sports for the benefit of  the 
association. Yet as students, they are obli-
gated to no more than the cost of  their tu-
ition.

Public attitudes have changed in 
recent years, with more and more people 
finding it hard to justify an organization 

that pulls over one billion dollars in revenue 
being so strict in making sure that its own 
moneymakers, the athletes themselves, do 
not see a dime of  outside compensation.

On top of  this, top-tier athletes receive 
under-the-table compensation from re-
cruiters, and others, as part of  the lucrative 
race to gain the most talented recruiting 
classes — a financial boon for many insti-
tutions. Federal Bureau of  Investigation ex-
aminations reveal that student athletes can 
receive up to hundreds of  thousands of  dol-
lars, and the NCAA’s complacency screams 
of  hypocrisy to many.

According to a 2017 nationwide poll 
by The Washington Post and the University 
of  Massachusetts Lowell, while 52 percent 
of  U.S. adults believe that full scholarships 
alone are enough of  a benefit to student 
athletes, 66 percent are in favor of  athletes 
profiting from their names and likenesses.

On September 30, 2019, the Califor-
nia legislature passed the Fair Pay to Play 
Act, overruling the NCAA’s rules at the time 
by allowing student athletes to profit from 
endorsements without losing their eligibil-
ity. Many other states followed with similar 
legislation. Faced with this growing wave of 
opposition, the NCAA finally buckled, es-
tablishing a new framework for athletes to 
legally profit from endorsements.

What does Boston Latin School think 
about all this? With the financial status of 
the athletes in mind, Athletics Director Jack 

Owens voices his support for the NCAA’s 
new policy, stating, “the NCAA makes mil-
lions of  dollars off  the names and likenesses 
of  the student-athletes. If  this helps curb 
the pre-existing financial problems in the 
NCAA, then it will be a success.”

 Coach Jeffrey Gibbons mentions the 
practicality of  the NCAA’s previous poli-
cy and identifying the double standard for 
using student-athletes’ images, “Currently, 
if  a popular athlete wants to do a GoFund-
Me for an important cause they get in trou-
ble; it also seems extremely problematic 
for the NCAA to allow video games to use 
student-athlete likenesses, but the stu-
dent-athlete does not benefit. I do think this 

system needs to be recalibrated to maintain 
academic integrity, but allow these kids to 
begin to grow their personal brand.”

As for whether he sees the new 
NCAA rules having an impact on BLS ath-
letes, Coach Owens reiterates the impor-
tance of  education above all else for BLS 
students, “BLS student-athletes should not 
be affected by this. We are students first and 
athletes second. BLS students make their 
postsecondary decisions based on a variety 
of  factors. If  the ability to participate in col-
lege athletics is one of  those reasons, that is 
fantastic. But the ability to monetize their 
name or likeness should not be a factor in 
determining the best fit.”

Bella Alarie is hailed as one of  the best in women’s basketball.

Positive Plans for Next Year’s Fall Sports Season

Many Boston Latin School athletes 
are continuing to train and prepare for 
their upcoming fall season after the can-
cellation of  their 2020 spring season 
amid this global pandemic.

Ulysses Brenzel (II), a captain of  the 
varsity boys’ football team, says that his 
team has been communicating regularly 
with each other via text messages and re-
ceiving workouts through an app called 
PLT4M.

company, saying, “It’s an app that pro-
vides weekly workouts.

BLS athletic director, Jack Ow-
ens, has also been staying in touch with 
coaches as well as the other Dual County 
League athletic directors. Coach Owens 
explains, “We are continuing to operate 
as if  fall sports will continue because the 
goal is to provide a competitive fall season 
that is first and foremost safe for all stu-
dent-athletes, coaches and supporters.” 

While athletes are carrying on 
with their training, the fall season is still 
up in the air. Coach Owens says that deci-
sions regarding any cancellations of  fall 
sports will be “made by the MIAA [Mas-

sachusetts Interscholastic Athletic As-
sociation] based on the directives of  the 
governor and the Department of  Public 
Health. When the green light for inter-
scholastic sports is given, the MIAA will 
determine how individual sports will be 
conducted.”

It is challenging for student-ath-
letes to stay motivated during this time 
when there is so much uncertainty. Hav-
ing to train without the help of  fellow 
teammates and coaches has taken its toll 
on some athletes. 

In turn, many athletes have re-
mained in contact with their teammates 
as a means of  keeping each other mo-
tivated and positive considering the 
current situation. Rising seniors have 
also been encouraged by the fact that 
this coming fall season will be their last 
chance to compete as an athlete at BLS.

Soccer player Elizabeth Goodfield 
(II) believes that if  athletes are able to re-
turn this fall season, they will approach 
their sport “with a different mindset and 
a new sense of  gratitude, [...] an even 
stronger bond across all sports teams.”

Samantha Everett (II) is training 
as she would if  there was a track season 
using workouts provided by her coach. 
Matt Balitsky (II), a member of  the BLS 
boys’ soccer team, has been lifting and 
working on drills in his backyard.

Changes To The Recruitment Process

COVID-19 has affected all Boston Latin 
School students in various ways, especially 
student-athletes hoping to be recruited by 
the National Collegiate Athletic Association 
(NCAA) to continue their sports career in col-
lege.

As of  now, the high school spring 
sports season has been put on hold. Major 
college showcases, where athletes can per-
form in front of  many college coaches, have 
been canceled. College clinics, in which stu-
dents are invited to play and train under their 
coaching, have also been called off.

These are crucial elements to build-
ing one’s athletic profile, and COVID-19 has 
thrown a wrench into the recruitment pro-
cess. Potential student-athletes can no longer 

visit schools at the moment, and many stu-
dents have not been able to take standardized 
tests, one aspect necessary for college coach-
es to know about their recruits to determine 
whether they might fit in academically at 
their school.

Both athletes and coaches however, 
have been taking steps to carry on with the 
process. Coach Jack Owens, athletic director 
at BLS, describes the course of  action neces-
sary for student-athletes to take. “Those steps 
include signing up for a Certification Account 
and/or profile page, monitor[ing] academic 
progress, reach[ing] out to college coaches 
within the appropriate timelines and commu-
nicat[ing] with BLS and offseason coaches to 
send game film to coaches” he says.

Student-athletes can also use the many 
online resources to research schools of  inter-
est, make contact with coaches and go on vir-
tual tours of  these schools, since they cannot 
visit in person. Many schools have been set-
ting up extra video calls with their recruits. In 
addition, college coaches have become much 
more reliant on watching game film and 
highlight videos in order to assess the skills of 
their potential recruits.

Although students should take advan-

tage of  their online resources, it is also crucial 
for them to remain focused on their academ-
ics. Brittany Bresley, the Associate Director 
of  Compliance in the Boston College Athletic 
Department, emphasizes, “Remember, you 
are a student before you are an athlete. The 
best way to market yourself  to a coach is with 
strong grades.”

The best thing for student-athletes to 
do is to create prominent academic profiles 
during this time as the leniency of  the NCAA 
remains unclear for the Class of  2021.

These times are hard, but student-
athletes should keep their heads up, because 
they still have the potential to be recruited 
for college sports. Coach Owens says he is 
“available via email, video call and hopefully 
in person soon to answer any questions 
for student-athletes interested in collegiate 
athletics.”

It is best to take action now rather than 
wait and miss a chance at recruitment. For all 
the student-athletes: do your research, com-
municate with coaches and do your best in 
school for a better chance of  being recruited. 
Although the spring season is canceled, there 
will be more to come next year and hopefully 
beyond your time in high school.

The virus has hurt recruitment due to a lack of  resources.
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
